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1 Introduction

Elderberry Construction Ltd have lodged a Tree works Planning Application to fell a single
Lawson Cypress tree at Garden Lodge, Charminster. The tree is within the Charminster
Conservation Area and also within the area depicted as Group Al in Tree Preservation Order
304.

The location of the site is shown in Figure 1

2 Background

Planning application WD/D/20/000901 has recently been approved for the development of the
subject site by the erection of two dwellings. As part of this application process an
arboricultural survey of the site was carried out by Mark Hindsley Arboricultural Consultants
Ltd. The subject tree was not required to be removed to facilitate the development but was
identified as Category C with no long term future. The tree is identified as T11 on the Tree
Survey plan which has been submitted as part of this application. See also Appendix 1 — Tree

3 Proposals

T11 been the subject of significant topping in the past. The arboricultural report noted that is of
poor form with no long term future. Further, its location on the boundary with the adjacent

care home and only some 8m from the care home itself is far from ideal.

We wish to fell T11 and replace it with a more appropriate indigenous tree. Are proposals are
as follows:

e Fell Lawson Cypress identified as T11 on the accompanying plan
e Planta 1.5m high Crab Apple Tree in the same approximate location.
