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Trees should be 90—120cm whips as a minimum,
supported by a 900 x 25 x 25mm treated stake and
tie, mostly of native species. Native trees should be of
local provenance. Any sub—division of seed zone 20 is
acceptable but seed zone 203 is preferred.

They should be planted into a pit 30 x 30 x 30cm
deep with the bottom broken up for a further 15cm. A
60cm spiral guard should be used to protect against
rabbit damage. Compost or fertiliser are not required.

Management for the first five years after planting

For a minimum of three years, maintain a circle 1m in
diameter weedfree around each tree, using an approved
herbicide, such as Glyphosate, manual cultivation or
mulching materials. If staked, loosen the tie each year.
Remove the stake and tie after three years unless still
required for support or protection from pets and young
children.

Replace any trees that die during the first five years
after planting.

Mow between the trees annually to prevent the
establishment and seeding of noxious weeds such as
thistles, willowherb, docks or ragwort.

Prune any dead wood.
