PHYSICAL CONTEXT

“The earliest documentary record of the settlement at Chaddesley Corbett, then known as Ceadresleage, is from the Ninth Century A.D, when King Coenwulf of Mercia excused various local royal servants from paying 25 manentes (hides), presumably as a tax. The Domesday Book, in 1086, mentions two priests at Chaddesley Corbett, now known as either Cedeslaeh or Cedeslai, possibly suggesting that there may have been a church or chapel within the vicinity at this time. However, there is a lack of archaeological evidence to support this. The name Corbett comes from the family who owned the settlement during the late part of the Eleventh Century, and the early part of the Twelfth Century, and by the Fourteenth Century, the two names are incorporated, with the settlement now known as Chaddeslegh Corbet

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HISTORIC ENVIRONMENTAL RECORD PLAN

The stables once formed part of the Brockencote Hall estate and was subsequently split off and converted into residential dwellings as part of a complex. 

The stable element has now been completely lost.

The Chaddesley Corbett Conservation Area was designated in 1967, and was subject of a boundary review in 1991. A Conservation Area Appraisal has been produced by the Local Planning Authority, the latest update being dated December 2014

IMPACT ASSESMENT 

The proposal seeks to carry out the following works:
Demolish a UPVC conservatory and erect a replacement Sun Lounge.
The intention is to replace the conservatory with a traditional oak framed glazed conservatory. 

The existing conservatory is constructed in unsypathetic materials and its design is incongurous with the simple form of the barn conversion.

The proposed replacement sun lounge would still allow the existing barn structure to be viewed through and would sit more comfortably with the converted barn and its rural setting using more appropriate oak and plain tiles.
The property is set within the Green Belt and we feel this proposal would enhance the setting and would not be detrimental to the openness of the Green Belt and therefore commend to you for your consideration.

The property is not visible from the road.

Overall the proposed works will enhance and preserve the integrity of the building and surrounding area. There is a positive in the sustainable use of 

the  building  and  its  diversification  to residential use.
