DESIGN & ACCESS STATEMENT

Town & Country Planning (Applications) Regulations 1988 (Amended 2006)

Proposed Hay and Machinery Store
At Upper Brake Farm, Hagley, DY8 2XR

1. This statement is prepared in accordance with the statutory requirement to accompany a planning application.

2. The purpose of the proposal is to store hay and machinery. The applicant currently has no capacity to store the hay and straw used for the bedding and feeding of cattle, which means they have to store it outside in the elements which can lead to rotting and the quality of the bales deteriorating. The development will allow for the applicant to keep all of the straw and hay produced and needed for the farm in the dry, as well as machinery which will increase the longevity of the machines.  

3. The application seeks permission for an agricultural shed as well as an extension both of which are of a size and standard considered relative to the land area.
4. The sheds are in keeping with the other agricultural buildings on the farm and are of a traditional modern construction, with a steel portal frame, grey concrete panels, and a grey fibre cement roof. 
5. The sheds are to be used in conjunction with the farm to improve the efficiency of the farm and reduce the wastage on the farm.
