             Dear Sir/Madam       

 Herritage:

 The property sits within The Ashbrooke Conservation Area. This Conservation area is one of great history incorporating buildings and structures of architectural importance as far back as the 19th century.

Holmlands Park was built within the period 1892 – 1901 and sits on the edge of the boundary of the conservation area. The street is located in its own ‘Private Park’, with historic maps showing the terrace buildings being part of the fourth phase built within The Ashbrooke Conservation area.

 Holmlands Park South consists of 14 terraced properties, all similar in appearance. Many works have taken place over the years, to both the front and rears of the properties, however all still retain many original features and materials.

 The properties were originally constructed from red rustic brick, with slate roofs and timber framed windows.

Design:

 The property is currently one family home. It has undergone a few alterations to the rear part of the property over the years, including a single storey extension to the rear yard that is connected to the main property.

Amount:

 The current site area is 70m2 with the ground floor covering 45m2 and the first floor covering 45m2. The works proposed would cover an area of 7.7m2.

Layout:

 The current layout is that of a normal dwelling house, with living area downstairs and bedrooms to the first and second floor. No internal alterations are to be made. However external works will take place, along with a rear window to be blocked up.
Appearance:

 The only external works proposed are to the rear of the property and those would include adding a new brick wall to enclose a new garage. This would allow a new timber framed decked area above with a walkway from the existing raised area. Anew timber fence would be also added to the boundary wall to give privacy.
 A new larger roller shutter would be added to the rear lane, to allow for more off street parking.

Access:

 Access would be maintained from both the front and rear of the property.
