Background  

Phoenix Cottage is a detached two storey dwelling, sitting towards the front of its own plot dating back to the 19th Century, with parking, garage and outbuilding to the south and gardens surrounding the property.

The property is a Grade II Listed Building and is located within a Conservation Area.

The property stands to the east of Long Barn Road and is sited level with Long Barn Road.

The Applicants very much respect the importance of the original structure on the street scene and thus it is proposed to retain the front façade and window openings unaltered.

The proposal laid out in drawings SS/201573/1-6 is designed to be sympathetic to the design/layout and fabric of the building, thus retaining the unaltered character of the property on the street scene.  

To the rear, there will be no alterations to the plan or design of the property with simply the  provision of a Conservation Rooflight at low level to the south side of  the rear catslide roof, flush with the clay plain tiles, to improve natural lighting levels in the rear   dining lobby which is currently a dark area. The Conservation rooflight will be remote from the kitchen conservation rooflight in the catslide to the north side of the rear single storey extension and will also offer balance to the design of the rear elevation.

Existing Accommodation 

Accommodation comprises, entrance hall, living room, study kitchen/lobby, utility room and shower room at ground floor and three bedrooms and family bathroom at first floor. All generally in fair structural and decorative condition.

Historic Development of the Fabric

The building was originally constructed as, two timber framed and weatherboarded cottages, which have been further extended at ground floor level to the rear in brickwork elevations (now painted white externally) and weathered by the extended rear roofslope, creating a single catslide across the rear elevation. 

At a later date, a further single storey brick built extension was provided centrally to the rear east elevation which is now a ground floor shower room. 

In recent times, a single storey weatherboarded extension with monopitch roof has been provided, to create an entrance hall to the south side elevation. 

Existing Structure

Externally the building fabric comprises clay plain tiled roof coverings with central brick built chimney stack with a rear catslide roof down to ground floor storey height, running full width of the rear elevation. 

Elevations are weatherboarded (white painted) to the front (west) and sides (north and south) with painted brickwork to the rear (east) elevation and shower room extension. 

Internally, the property  has been altered and extended over time with the provision of various partition walls and doors from different periods throughout. 

Uses 

The property appears to have been residential/domestic use since original construction.
In conclusion, the proposal is in keeping with the character and built form of the Listed Building and will improve the living environment of the occupiers of Phoenix Cottage.
