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DESIGN & HERITAGE STATEMENT


                        
Proposed Oriel Window, Dormer and Roof Lights – The Oast House, Hartley Mauditt.
1. The Application
This application seeks listed building consent for the enlargement of existing bi-fold doors, installation of a projecting Oriel window, a dormer window, a gable end window and the fitting of conservation roof lights.
2. Existing House and Site
The existing dwelling is a converted Oast and linked converted stable building located between Hartley Mauditt and Oakhanger; the site lies within the South Downs National Park with a garden plot size of approximately 0.517 hectares.

The house comprises two distinct build stages, the original grade II listed two storey stone Oast and oak framed thatched hall dates from around the 17thC. It is linked to a later two storey timber weather boarded stable block forming a U-shaped courtyard building now all part of one dwelling. 
3. Planning Policy
HE10
Development involving proposals to extend or alter a Listed Building, or any feature of special architectural of historic interest which contributes to the reasons for its listing will not be permitted unless:
a. the proposed alteration is appropriate in design, scale, materials and colour to the rest of the building and its setting and does not adversely affect the historic or architectural interest of the building and the features for which it is listed; and

b. the alteration will not harm the condition of the building and ensure its continued use.
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4. Proposal
The applicant wishes to make the following improvements and upgrades to the existing rooms in the stable block:

1)   The removal of the existing and installation of a wider bi-fold door (D2). 

2)   The installation of a new projecting oriel window (W1) to the bathroom on the

       east elevation to replace the existing roof light. This window to match the
       existing adjacent one.
3)   The installation of a dormer window (W6) to the sitting room on the south
       elevation.
4)   The re-installation of four new recessed conservation rooflights (W2, W3, W4
      and W5), two in the east facing roof pitch and two in the south facing roof
      pitch. The trimmed rafter openings for these rooflights already exist but they
      were re-battened and tiled over by a previous owner.

5)  The removal of a part of the weatherboarded timber framed west facing
     gable end wall and the fitting of new triangular shaped window (W7) 

The proposed alterations are primarily to gain extra daylight to the ground floor family room and existing rooms in the roof of the stable block building. The oriel window and dormer window improve the space and headroom in their respective rooms. None of the proposed works apply to the original two storey grade II listed Oast building.
There is a 7m high evergreen hedge along the eastern boundary which screens the neighbouring property from being overlooked by the proposed windows/rooflights on that side.  
The external materials will match the existing: the oriel window will have black stained weatherboard walls with a plain clay tiled roof.  The dormer window will have tiled cheeks and roof all to match the existing.  
5. Conclusion

The proposed windows and conservation roof lights will not change the current built form and appearance of the existing stable block building. The use of matching vernacular materials, mean the new windows will harmonise with the existing in the dwelling and retain its overall character and its setting in the countryside. 
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
