HERITAGE IMPACT STATEMENT
IN SUPPORT OF A PLANNING APPLICATION FOR THE CHANGE OF USE FROM A2 BANK TO A3 TAKAWAY, MANUFACTURING AND FIRST FLOOR ACCOMODATION AT NO 5-7 SHERWOOD STREET WARSOP NG20 0JP 
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Introduction
The application relates to 5-7 Sherwood Street, Warsop, Mansfield NG20 0JP This application is to Change of Use of the existing building from a bank to a mixed use consisting of ice cream parlour, ice cream manufacture and distribution on the ground floor with the creation of a residential flat on the 1st floor.
The site is situated on the main Sherwood Street within the main commercial hub of Warsop and has an area of approximately 

The Scope of works include a slight alteration to the front elevation, making good only to the areas of damage caused by the removal of the old ATM machines and old Lloyd’s signage removal.
Internal works include the change of use from A2 bank to A3 takeaway, manufacturing and first floor accommodation with minimal alterations.

The rear elevation is to have a new structural opening to form an access / delivery area accessing the rear car parking area and bin storage area.
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Site and Context
The Site is located at the bottom end of Sherwood Street in the sub urban town of Warsop in the former Lloyds Bank premises. The full postal address is 5-7 Sherwood Street, Warsop, Notts NG20 0JP.
The development site No 5-7 Sherwood Street in the town centre , and is accessed by the following roads:

A60 Mansfield Road which meets at the Crossroads with Wood Street and the B road of Church Street.
The crossroads forms one of the main crossings within the conservation area. Warsop road in the west and the A6075 Mansfield Woodhouse – Ollerton Road to the South East are all in close proximity.

The conservation area in Market Warsop have been divided into 3 main character areas or wards: -
1 Warsop Carrs. 

2 Meden.

3 Market Warsop .

The area covers approximately 729km2 with a perimeter of approximately 1.79km.

The conservation area forms the main commercial area of the town, the buildings are densely packed giving the area its unique qualities and urban form.
Warsop serves a thriving town with a population in the region of 12000 people. It offers a variety of local shops, Junior and senior schools and good transport links 

In recent years Warsop has suffered high unemployment levels, especially from the closure of the local mines, so job creation opportunities should be encouraged.  
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Proposal 

Within the former closed bank, the prospective owner is wishing to obtain and operate a Bsweet desert bar café with a mesmerising menu of sundaes, cakes, pancakes, waffles, ice cream, cheesecakes, puddings, drinks and savouries. To the right-hand side of the ground floor, it is intended to manufacture dairy and sucrose free ice cream with over 20 flavours and a pancake mix, both suitable for Diabetics and Vegans and distribute. The distribution is to be from the new rear door and back yard. The Site is to be used for the preparation and consumption of food, on and off the premise.

At present, Bsweet is a relatively small business, originally operating in the centre of Nottingham. This year, it recently opened a new unit in Southwell and is wishing to carry out its manufacturing / distribution from Warsop, offering a take-away services to the local community of Warsop, along with the creation of 7 full time jobs.
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Conclusion 

The site is within the town centre conservation area, and the proposed minor alterations will enhance the fabric of the closed former bank. Improving the street scene by reducing the number of already closed units and offering a new family food take away service with an integrated manufacturing and distribution business creating local jobs and accommodation in the region. 
It is considered that the application proposal has no conflict with the local Planning Policy and that the proposal constitutes sustainable development.
