Manure Management
Manure will be collected and stored in a clamp of approximately 8 cubic meters. 
A horse produces circa 7.5 cubic meters of waste per annum, if six horses were kept in the stable yard an 8 cubic meter manure clamp will be adequate if emptied circa every other month. It would be emptied regularly by a local contractor. 
The manure clamp will have a concrete base which is sloped towards the middle allowing the collection of liquid, the sides will be breeze block or wooden sleepers. A tarpaulin cover will be used to keep the muck dry and prevent any foul run off.
Practicalities have been considered when siting the clamp. Vehicular access will be required if the manure is to be collected for disposal. The clamp will need to be located conveniently for stables, but not so close as to cause horses health problems or a nuisance from flies. Importantly, the location of the heap should be such that it does not cause a nuisance to neighbours or people using public rights of way.
