Location:-
The property is located at the entrance to Elliotts Farm Lane, from Rogues Hill, Penshurst.
Details:-

Built in 1833 and altered in 1897. Picturesque group in Tudor Style. The group consists of one storey with rooms in attic over, with two bays fronting Rogues Hill and three symmetrical bays facing Elliotts Farm Lane. Tiled roof and half dormer windows breaking the eaves line and brick ornamental chimneys. Coursed freestone walls with leaded casement window. External doors have 4-centred heads Tudor arched side lights all under hooded arches.
The front elevation was extended, in style to match the original, together with a new rear wing running parallel to the front, with tiled mansard roof and wall finished with random stone slab cladding, render and tie hanging, in circa 1975-76

The Building is listed as being of special architectural and historic interest.

Proposed new work:-
The proposed new area has been designed to provide a useable space for the formation of a self-contained drying room for the use of the residents, together with a new cleaner’s cupboard, separate from the electrical distribution cupboard  required by the fire brigade, for safety reasons.   The existing main entrance to the flats with level entrance, will be retained, and will be provided with  new a new ramped access to improve disabled access. The new the boiler will now be installed within the Drying Room External and internal finishes will match the existing.
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
