A request for pre-application advice was submitted to the East Hampshire District Council Planning Department on the 7th June 2021 and a response was received by letter from Mary Bird on the 17th June 2021. In that correspondence we were advised that a formal planning permission application would be required as the proposal did not comply with the permitted development limitations.

We were also advised that the site lies outside any settlement policy boundary as set out in the adopted Local Plan and therefore the Countryside Policies of the plan were of note for our scheme.

Policy H16 was drawn to our attention as it was a policy of restraint and seeks to restrict the amount of floor area that can be added to dwellings in the countryside, and in our case the maximum floor area that could be added to the dwelling would be a 50% uplift over the original floor area of the dwelling that existed on the site on the 1st April 1974.
We were also advised that as no planning history on site had been established it was likely that the property had not been extended since it was originally built or if any extensions had been built they may have been built under the permitted development legislation.
It was also noted that although the proposed extension was of a single storey, some reservations were indicated with regard to the impact it had on the character of the original Dwelling as extensions are usually expected to be subservient to the main dwelling.
Our attention was also drawn to the residential extensions and householder development supplementary planning document (SPD) and policies CP27 and 29 of the joint strategy  which relate to the design of extensions and their potential impact on surrounding development.

Amendments have now been made to the original proposal in compliance with the Planning Policies noted above and we feel the proposed single storey extension is now of an acceptable form.

Contrary to the notes in the pre-application advice from the Local Authority there have been extensions and alterations to the property as detailed in planning approval ref. F22036 dated 16th May 1986 and amendment dated 20th January 1987 to provide the lean to link to the Pantry. 

Further investigations into the historical background of this property by the applicant indicate that the farm house was originally built in the late 1800’s and was a dairy farm that was retained as such until the 1940’s when it reverted to a private home by descendants of the original family who lived at the farm until the recent sale to the present owner (the applicant)
As a typical Victorian farmhouse the outbuildings housed the family facilities for everyday farm life Including washing and toilet facilities, storage of vegetables, game, and dry foods and evidence of the existence of these buildings can be seen at the property today.
