Existing windows to be carefully
removed, openings prepared and new windows put in. New windows to be made with highest quality hardwood, painted in Farrow and Ball "Pigeon" and glass
to be krypton gas filled double glazed units featuring soft-coat energy saving glass.
Existing windows in poor condition and single glazed which means in winter we suffer from condensation build up every morning which requires "hoovering"
and in cold weather ice forms on the inside of the windows.
We want to extend the life of the house and make it fit for the 21st century. Conservation double glazed units would increase the insulation and have typical u-
value of 1.40 making the house much more energy efficient, helping to tackle the climate emergency.
