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MATERIALS - SIBERIAN LARCH

REVITALISING REDESDALE • DESIGN

Larch is a characterful timber which is very 
knotty with splits being very common. Although 
this won’t affect the structural stability 
of the timber, it is something to consider 
aesthetically.  

The colour of Siberian Larch can vary 
between a pale reddish-brown and a brick 
red, however over time it will weather to a 
silvery grey.

Larch is a very durable softwood which means that it 
doesn’t need treating to preserve its lifespan because 
it is naturally resistant to movement. This means that 
as moisture leaves and enters the timber, larch is very 
resistant to shrinking or expanding which would leave 
gaps within the wood, making it ideal for external use.

A bastle at High Rochester has 
walls 1.5 metres thick. 

Redesdale contains a large number of surviving bastles.

REVEALING HIDDEN 
REDESDALE
How do we know who lived here in the past? 
The landscape itself holds many clues, if you 
know how to look…

A huge community project in 2018 and 2019 discovered over a 
thousand new human-made features in Redesdale! These were 
previously unknown sites. For the first time, the valley was surveyed 
from the air using LiDAR scanning. This can pinpoint tiny changes in 
the surface of the earth. These may indicate small sites like graves or 
large ones like ancient roads. Detailed images of the landscape can 
be created and precisely mapped using GPS. Volunteers viewed 
hundreds of LiDAR images for Redesdale. They identified archaeology 
sites that couldn’t be seen at ground level. 

Volunteers then helped archaeologists explore some of these newly 
discovered sites. On the Otterburn Ranges, digs confirmed the 
location of two, prehistoric circular features. These are probably 
associated with a known Bronze Age settlement nearby at Tod Law. 
The circles could be burials or ritual structures. Just up the hill near 
Bremenium Roman Fort, LiDAR revealed a whole new settlement! It 
may be a civilian village attached to the fort. 

Imagine how many more stories a thousand sites can tell…

Can you spot the two circles on the bottom left of this image of Tod 
Law Bronze Age Landscape? (Hint: close to the row to trees.) Part of 
today’s Otterburn Camp can be seen at the far left, while the square 
foundations of a Bronze Age village are in the centre.

DEFENDING 
AN EMPIRE: 
THE ROMANS 
IN REDESDALE

After the Romans invaded Britain 
in 43 AD, it took twenty-five years 
for them to reach Redesdale. 

This valley had strategic importance to them in 
policing the region north of Hadrian’s Wall. A 
Roman Road called ‘Dere Street’ cuts across 
Redesdale. Dere Street was a vital route between 
York and the Roman’s largest northern fort of 
Trimontium, near the Scottish town of Melrose. Part 
of the A68 near West Woodburn still follows Dere 
Street today. Another stretch within the Otterburn 
Training Area has been paved and still sees military 
use two thousand years later.

So far, fourteen marching camps and two fortlets 
have been found along Dere Street. Redesdale also 
contains two major forts, including one just up hill 
from here called Bremenium. You can take a walk 
up there to learn more. The Romans also left 
behind a network of secondary roads, milestones, 
officer’s tombs and over fifty graves of common 
soldiers at Petty Knowe.

REDESDALE:
A VALLEY OF MIGRANTS

This frontier land has been shaped by the 
waves of people who have passed through 
over hundreds of years and by the animals 
who still do. 

Prehistoric people once lived throughout the upper Redesdale 
valley.  This area is layered with tombs, settlements, paths and field 
enclosures. 6000-4000 years ago, Neolithic farmers buried their 
dead in long cairns at Bellshiel Law and Dour Hill. Unlike today, 
the climate then allowed people to grow crops. The remains of 
their field systems can be seen from the air. 

Larger villages formed during the Bronze Age, like that on 
Tod Law. By 2000 years ago, the pattern of settlement had spread 
out, with enclosed farmsteads throughout the valley. These Iron Age 
people also built hill forts, like the one nearby at High Rochester. 
Building defensive structures became very important for the 
waves of people who settled this frontier. 

Animals migrate into and out of Redesdale too. Atlantic salmon 
and brown trout return to the Rede every year to spawn. Birds of 
prey like the hen harrier hunt on the high moors during the summer 
months. Songbirds breed here in the spring, including fieldfare, 
redwings, skylarks, meadow pipits, stonechats and many others.

MODERN DEFENCE: 
THE OTTERBURN 
TRAINING AREA
In the early 20th century, defence in the Redesdale Valley 
took on another form.
