Ro Rowan
So Sessile Oak
Sb Silver Birch

Newly planted trees will be protected by tree shelters.

All planting will be carried out in the first planting and seeding season
following the first occupation of the development, and if any trees or
plants within 5 year period following completion die or become
seriously damaged / diseased  they shall be replaced in the next
planting season with others of a similar size & species.

All trees should be  standard size (2 - 2.5m)
