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Ollerton is listed on a number of strategic local and national cycle routes, particularly the much hailed CycleUK Land's End to John O'Groats, LEJOG national challenge, which many thousands of people take on each year. There has been much interest and from cycling clubs to introduce refreshment stop facilities on this popular route.  

Shropshire County Cycling Association, SCCA, which represents over 1000 cyclists and affiliates, from 16 local cycling clubs fully supports this application, commenting, "There is a severe lack of cafe facilities to the East of the A442 as far as Market Drayton and Newport and this proposal will undoubtedly attract cyclists from SCCA member clubs on club runs to the area.
