LISTING DETAILS - Grade II listed, list entry number - 1251598 
PROPOSED WORKS – Addition of window onto west side of building. Previous covering was a sand/cement and concrete render which has now been removed from timber frame. DC/22/01054 refers. Window will be attached to outside of existing frame so no original elements of building will be affected. 
CONSULTATION – All initial consultation completed during application Dc/22/01054. Mr Thomas Pinner further consulted via email regarding this new proposal, which is proposed to be completed alongside restorative works.
DESIGN COMPONENTS :
LAYOUT -  There will be no change to layout of building.
SCALE – There will be no changes to scale of building
APPEARANCE – This can be seen in attached plans. Proposal is for a glass window in a timber frame to be externally mounted to existing oak frame. This would take place of removed concrete render that had been previously applied.  
HISTORIC BUILDING CONSERVATION ISSUES :
ARCHITECTURAL – The original application was for the removal of the sand and cement render and the replacement with materials that would protect the future sustainability of the building. This application is for the placement of a window opening to allow light into the upstairs bedroom. The window opening is in place of the original damaging render and will not affect the existing oak frame.  The frame and glass will match the existing 20th century windows already present in the building. 
SETTING – The farmhouse is grade II listed sitting in its own land with no close neighbours. There is no negative impact from the proposed works and the new window opening would not affect any neighbours as it is onto a private courtyard.
