DESIGN AND ACCESS/HERITAGE STATEMENT
HOME FARMHOUSE, MAIN STREET
SHALSTONE

The property subject of this application is located in the hamlet of Shalstone and lies within the Shalstone Conservation Area, as designated in the Aylesbury Vale District Local Plan(January 2004).

It is a Grade II Listed Building List No: 1211779 under the name Home Farmhouse, Main Street, Shalstone, and was first listed in September 1951, and amended April, 1983.

Listing details as recorded are:
‘House. C17-C18, altered. Rubble stone, tiled roof with C19gable stacks and central stack of thin bricks. 2 storeys. 5 irregular bays: 2 right hand bays have single storey projections gabled to street; left hand bay has modern lean-to porch; central lobby now blocked with canted bay window to left, 3-light casement and door in modern timber porch to right. One single and two 3-light casements to first floor.
Planning approval has been granted for the demolition and rebuild of the garage building subject of this application App. Nos: 18/02010/APP and 18/02011/ALB Demolition of existing brick barn and erection of garage, dated 16th. May, 2018.

In the time period that has lapsed since the granting of the aforementioned approvals the original brick barn referred to has been demolished and materials set aside for re-use. This application seeks approval for the garage building to be constructed detached from the main farmhouse building, creating a walkway of approx.. 1500mm. between.
As previous, and as referred to the intention is to construct the garage building using reclaimed materials from the original demolished building.  
Due to the nature of the works proposed, with the listed building not subject of any alterations/changes it is considered that there will be no impact on the Listed Building itself.

Finally with regards to access all current arrangements are to be retained unaffected.
