
PROPOSED GROUND FLOOR PLAN
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New thermally broken aluminium sliding doors and
screen to be polyester powder coated white min
60 microns thick with lintel as per Engineer's
design and calculations. Clear toughened outer
and clear laminated inner DG units (low E).
Ensure full frame (not flush thresh)

Steel to be closed with 15mm
supalux or similar to provide 30 mins
fire protection. Calculations for lintels
and bearing details to be provided
by Structural Engineer. Builder to
confirm dimensions, cavity width and
bearing options to assist with any
calculations

6671mm lintel and bearing to engineers design and calculations
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Window removed and
blockwork built up. Make
good existing plaster finish

EXISTING DRAIN ROUTES TO BE VERIFIED

New UPVC window to match existing to be fitted
with an unobstructed openable area of 0.33m2 with
minimum dimensions of 450mm high x 450mm
wide (i.e clear opening of 750 x 450mm) Window
not to be fitted with removable key and bottom of
openable area to be between 800mm and 1100mm
above floor level. 8000mm2 trickle vents required.
Existing lintel retained or new Catnic lintel CG90 /
100 with 150mm end bearing if window head raised

Brickwork, 100mm cavity full
fill cavity batt insulation with a
thermal conductivity 0.032
W/mK (e.g. Dritherm 32), 100
mm lightweight blockwork
and a 52.2 insulated PIR
plasterboard laminate finish.

Electrics must be Part P compliant with full
certification that all works are carried out in
accordance with BS7671 to be provided, if
not Part P credited then separate application
to be made through Local Authority Building
Control Dept.
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Front roof and porch to be trussed
rafters at 600mm crs.15mm
plasterboard and skim to finish.
300mm quilt insulation in roof void.

Block bond to
existing & ensure
continuity of cavities

All new underground drain runs to be 110mm
UPVC laid min 1:40 fall and surrounded in
150mm min pea gravel, and a min 50mm
concrete haunching provided over pipes less
than 450mm below ground level. Existing routes
verified and new proposed routes to be agreed
with LA Building Control Officer prior to
commencement of works

Any new radiators to be provided
with Thermostatic valves. Client
to agree radiator locations with
main contractor prior to
commencement of works.
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New connection to
porch with watertight
seal between new
window and wall
DPC to vertical joint
