The Proposal 
Change of use of C3 dwellinghouse to form House of Multiple Occupancy. 

Parking and Vehicular Access 
The property is served by a pedestrian and driveway access from the adjacent highway.  

The existing property comprised a 7+ bedroomed home, together with a 2-bedroomed Annexe. 

The proposal is to retain the Annexe for the occupation of the applicant (landlord) and to provide 9 

single person occupancy rooms with shared kitchen, living and bathroom facilities (HMO) 

The existing is required to have 3 off road parking spaces in order to meet with the adopted plan 

requirements. 

There is ample room in the property to house the 13 car spaces required (1 per letting room, plus 

the 2- bedroomed Annexe). There is also amply room to turn within the site, so that vehicles can 

arrive and leave in forward gear.  
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Additional traffic generated by the development. 
The proposal provides a theoretical increase in traffic leaving the site of 10 cars (13 required less the 

3 that were required via the sites previous use), which at an average of 1.2 car journeys per day 

would equate to approximately an additional 12 journeys per day to and from the property.
