Amount

This application is for a new dry storage building for timber to be used in the biomass burner.
Use

The building will be used to store timber in bulk ready for the biomass boiler. The timber needs to be dry for optimum effect what burned in the boiler

Layout

The proposed building will 24.3 x 18.2m. The eaves height will be 4.8m and the ridge height will be 7.2m. Internally it will be open plan for the storage of timber
Landscaping

No hard or soft landscaping is proposed as part of this application as the building is within the farmyard area

Appearance

The appearance of the building has been designed to reflect a modern agricultural building of this type whilst taking the surrounding buildings into account. The choice of materials will ensure that the roof and side cladding will ensure the building blends into its surroundings whilst being designed for purpose. The walls of the buildings will be concrete panels and  Yorkshire boarding to the sides above the panels and cement fibre slate blue cladding to the roof 
Access

Access to the site will remain as existing and there is adequate room for the turning and manovering of vehicles and room for emergency vehicles if they were ever required on site
