	Our existing windows are single glazed and the wood is rotten. They were mostly put into the house in 1973/4.  The house in 1973 was blighted as part of the M23 extension and access into Brighton with an elevated exit off the motorway on the East side of Kensington Place. The existing windows have no architectural merit, They are not the original windows that were in the house when it was built in the early 19thC.  We are not planning to alter any  of the size or location of the windows as this is just replacing the existing windows with double glazed windows which are more energy saving.
