The Proposal 
 
Crisis is a charity that supports the homeless.  They will acquire a lease on these 
premises in order to open a shop selling a range of good quality items.

Crisis has a strong logo and branding which they therefore propose to reproduce 
here, as shown on the drawings.  The proposed new white fascia will have red 
and black vinyl graphics applied.  A simple metal hanging sign of similar design 
will be located such that it is visible to passers by.  The graphics and logo will be 
depicted in the red Crisis brand colour.
