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Natural England GCN Risk Zones mapping shows the garden to lie within an Amber Zone. Amber Zone 
is defined as:
“Amber Zones contain main population centres for GCN and comprise important connecting habitat that
aids natural dispersal.”

The householder applicant has employed an Ecologist to carry out an Ecological Survey and 
assessment of the site in relation to the proposals.

The site lies within the impact risk zone for Westwood Little Sampford SSSI. The proposed 
development type is not listed as a possible high risk with regard to this designation and the ecologist 
has summarised that there is also no suitable terrestrial dispersal habitat for GCN.
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
