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PLANNING

Plinth block:
Steel frame with SFS and RC 
concrete slabs, clad in 
masonry leaf (dark grey/black 
engineering brick). Horizontal 
recess banding detail in 
masonry wall to tie through 
with fenestration.

Precast concrete coping to 
masonry wall with dark grey 
tint.

Cill to pavilion blocks following 
a consistent datum across the 
building. Cills clad in matching 
PPC aluminium with drip 
detail.

Pavilion blocks:
Constructed in lightweight 
Glulam / CLT structure with 
gold-coloured PPC aluminium 
sheet cladding.

Vertical fins clad in matching 
gold coloured PPC aluminium 
sheet.

Architectural mesh/screen:
Undulating gold-coloured 
architectural mesh/perforated 
screen fixed to pavilion external 
walls. Gauge/spec TBC.

Windows in plinth block:
PPC aluminium framed 
double/triple glazed window 
units. Slimline frames with 
glazing pushed to outer face of 
brickwork. Colour of frames 
TBC.

Architectural mesh/screen:
In some instances where views are 
not a priority, the gold mesh/screen 
will oversail windows 
(privacy/shading).

Windows/glazing to pavilion blocks to 
be double/triple glazed PPC 
aluminium framed units. Colour of 
aluminium TBC.

Architectural mesh/screen:
Where views are to be unobstructed, 
the gold mesh/screen will be 
articulated around window openings.

Architectural external lighting to 
be installed between 
mesh/screen and external walls.
