
Design and Heritage statement for Old Pastures, London Road,
HP1 2RE

National policy guidance PPS 1 PPG3. Policy B1
Appraisal.

Old Pastures is a Grade II listed building. The structure is 17th Century with early 19th Century modifications in The cottage Orne style.
Old Pastures is set in over .145 Hectares to the South Side of London Road. The plot is screened by mature trees and shrubs that front the London Road.

The site is accessed via a gated entrance which is also listed.

The house comprises a large two and a half storey house with ancillary building.

One of the ancillary buildings is a modern double garage in Cedar shiplap with a felt mock tile low pitch roof. This structure is to the west of the main house and set behind the house and behind its modern neighbor New Pastures.

This building is of a poor finish and is falling into dilapidation. The front seems to be twisting out and will become in danger of collapse in the near future. The rear has been invaded by a tree. A tree stump grows through the back wall.

To replace the garage as is.

To remove the existing structure and rebuild on the same footprint, in the same materials. 2 slightly different single glazed timber windows have been included in the rear
Summary.
This replacement garage will compliment and enhance the existing listed building

The timber used in the construction will be sourced from sustainable and ecologically friendly sources primarily FSC sourced timber, or equivalent certified timber.
