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1 INTRODUCTION

1.1 Intermodal Transportation Ltd (ITL), an independent consultancy specialising in highway
engineering and transportation planning, have been appointed by LPB Homes to
produce a Transport Statement (TS) report to support the planning application for a

residential development on land to the north of Centenary Way, Great Clacton, Essex.

1.2 An earlier scheme at the site, which included 80 residential dwellings, was proposed
(application ref: 20/01202/FUL) and ITL prepared a TA report, dated August 2020, to

support the planning application.

1.3 The scheme was later updated to include 58 residential units and a doctors’ surgery. A
revised TA report for the amended scheme was produced by ITL in September 2021.

The application was subsequently withdrawn.

14 A new application for a residential scheme is now to be submitted. The proposed

development now involves the provision of 40 residential dwellings.

15 The previous applications involved a higher level of development and Transport
Assessment reports were produced accordingly. The currently proposed scheme is well
below the 50 residential dwelling threshold requirement of a Transport Assessment and
hence a Transport Statement report has been produced in this instance. In accordance

with best practice, it is proposed that this TS report includes the following:

A description of the site location and the local road network;
A description of the development proposal;

Consideration of the accessibility of the site by alternative transport

modes, i.e. walking, cycling and public transport;

Consideration of the adequacy of the proposed vehicular access

arrangements including the achievable visibility splays;

Calculation of the level of traffic that would be generated by the
development proposal during the typical weekday AM and PM peak
hours using the TRICS database;

Confirmation of the vehicular access and turning arrangements
undertaking AutoTrack swept path analysis; and
Consideration of the proposed parking provision at the development in

accordance with the relevant local parking standards.
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2 SITE LOCATION AND LOCAL ROAD NETWORK

Site Location

21 The site is located within the Tendring District Council area at Clacton—on-Sea, Essex.
The site covers an area of approximately 2 hectares and is located approximately 1.2km

to the south east of Little Clacton village and 1.4km north of central Great Clacton.

2.2 Drawing 1T2126/TS/01 shows the site location in the local and wider context. Open
fields currently form the northern and western boundaries of the site. The site is
bounded to the south by Centenary Way and to the east by Thorpe Road. Commercial
and retail developments are located immediately beyond Thorpe Road to the east. A
new residential development has been constructed to the east of Thorpe Road, opposite

the northern part of the application site.

Local Road Network

2.3 Thorpe Road which forms part of the B1369, is subject to a 30mph speed limit and is
approximately 7m wide adjacent to the site. Footways are provided on both sides of the
southern section of Thorpe Road at the roundabout junction with Centenary Way and
vary in width from 1.2m to 1.8m. The footway on the western side is a short section and
ends at the uncontrolled pedestrian crossing near the roundabout. The footway on the
eastern side of Thorpe Road continues north, widens to become a shared footway /
cycleway and leads to the new residential development to the east of Thorpe Road.

Plates 1 and 2 show Thorpe Road looking north and south from the site access location.

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2.4 To the north of the site Thorpe Road forms a roundabout junction with the access to a
new residential development, whilst at the south-east corner of the site, Thorpe Road
forms a roundabout junction with Centenary Way and Stephenson Road West. Splitter

islands with pedestrian crossings are provided on all four arms of that roundabout.

25 Centenary Way, which is a B class road, runs adjacent to the site’s southern boundary
as shown in Plate 3. Centenary Way runs in an east to west alignment and is subject to
the national speed limit for single carriageway roads of 60mph. The speed limit is
operational from the access of Morrisons Supermarket until reaching the roundabout
junction at the site’s south-eastern corner, where the speed limit reduces to 30mph. A
shared footway / cycleway as shown in Plate 4, is provided along the southern side of

Centenary Way, running from the B1356 Thorpe Road to the Morrisons Supermarket.

2.6 To the west of the site, Centenary Way forms a roundabout junction with the access to
Morrisons Supermarket and another roundabout with Progress Way / the B1441 /
London Road. Progress Way joins the A133 and St Osyth Road. The A133 joins the
A120 to the east of Colchester and the A120 then joins with the Al12 to form the

Colchester northern bypass.
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3 PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT

3.1 The illustrative layout plan for the proposal shows a 40 dwelling residential scheme on
land to the north of Centenary Way, Clacton. The proposed site layout plan is contained

in Appendix A of this report.

3.2 The residential dwellings would vary in size between 2 and 3 bedroom bungalows. Out
of the 40 dwellings, 28 would be 3 bedroom bungalows and 12 would be 2 bedroom

bungalows.

3.3 Vehicular / pedestrian access to the site would be achieved via a new access located
from Thorpe Road. The proposed access would be 5.5m wide with 2m footways on
either side and would form a priority junction with Thorpe Road. The junction would be
located approximately midway between the access junction to the Booker cash and

carry site and the access junction to the housing development to the north.

3.4 The contemporary visibility splay guidance set out in Manual for Streets (MfS) confirms
that the historic visibility splay requirements of the Design Manual for Roads and
Bridges (DMRB) include a notable level of comfort. In that regard, MfS indicates that in
a 30mph speed limit a visibility splay ‘y’ distance of 43m is acceptable. It is considered
that in this location, given the characteristics of the southern section of Thorpe Road, a
visibility splay ‘y’ distance of 43m would provide a safe solution. Drawing IT2126/TS/02
Rev B of this report shows the proposed layout of the site access junction and the

achievable visibility splays.

3.5 Swept path sketches demonstrating that a large 4 axle refuse vehicle and a removals
van would be able to acceptably access and egress the site via the proposed access

junction on Thorpe Road are contained at Appendix B of this report.

3.6 The development would include 80 car parking spaces along with 10 visitor parking
spaces. The parking provision in the context of the Essex County Council parking

standards is discussed in Chapter 6.

ACCESSIBILITY BY ALTERNATIVE MODES

Walking

The 2022 National Travel Survey indicates that 83% of journeys under 1 mile (1.609km)
are undertaken on foot and as such this distance is considered as acceptable in order to
provide an indication of the likely walk—in catchment for the development proposal.

There is a footway / cycleway along the southern side of Centenary Way and the
eastern side of Thorpe Road. These connect with the footways on Stephenson Road to
the east of the site and allows access to nearby bus services and also to Clacton
Shopping Village. To the west, the footway / cycleway on Centenary Way leads to a
Morrisons supermarket and beyond that point the footway only continues to London
Road.

Table 4.1 summarises some of the local facilities that would be available to residents of
the proposed development site within a reasonable walking distance, i.e. 1.6km.
Distances are measured from the approximate centroid of the site area. The Tesco

Supermarket would be located slightly in excess however, it may be still accessible.

Cycling

4.4 As stated in Paragraph 4.2 there is a shared cycleway / footway along the southern side
of Centenary Way and along the eastern side of Thorpe Road. To the south of the site,
National Cycle Network (NCN) Route 150 runs along the whole seafront of Clacton-on-

Sea as a traffic free cycle route.

4.5 The former National Planning Policy Guidance PPG13 paragraph 78 stated that “Cycling
also has potential to substitute for short car trips, particularly those less than 5
kilometres, and to form part of a longer journey by public transport”. Taking into account
the 5km cycle distance the majority of the Clacton urban area is located within that

distance of the site.

Bus

4.6 The nearest bus stop to the site is the Faraday Close bus stop located on Stephenson
Road West, approximately 270m to the east of the site centroid. In addition, there are
bus stops on Thorpe Road approximately 550m walking distance from the site and the
Clacton Shopping Village bus stop 640m from the site. A summary of the bus services

operating at the bus stops close to the site are shown below in Table 4.2.

Guidance generally recognises that walking distances to access bus services should lie
between a desirable distance of 400m and acceptable distance of 800m. Furthermore,
it is generally recognised that the maximum convenient walking distance in order to
access urban bus services is around 500m. This walking distance to a bus stop has
emerged from theoretical studies and has been supported by research undertaken for
the National Travel Survey (NTS). It is therefore concluded that the development would
be acceptably located relative to the nearest bus stops, which are served by frequent

services.

Train

The generally recognised maximum convenient walking distance in order to access

heavy rail / underground services is 1km.

Clacton railway station is located approximately 3.4km to the south east of the site, i.e.
in excess of the generally recognised maximum walking distance. However, access to
the railway station is possible by bus services 2, 2A, 4, 136, 137. In addition, the station
is located within the 5km cycling distance threshold from the site. As such multi-modal

trips to the station are possible. A summary of the services is shown below in Table 4.3.

Summary

In light of the above, it is apparent that residents at the proposed development would not
necessarily rely on access to private car in order to undertake everyday work,
education, shopping and leisure trips by virtue of the good public transport links and
accessible education, retail and leisure facilities. The site is located within walking
distance of several bus services to nearby towns and places of work and leisure. In
addition, the site would also be well placed to encourage trips on foot and by cycle to

local educational, retail, community and leisure facilities.
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5 TRAFFIC GENERATION

5.1 Within this section the likely level of traffic generated by the proposed development is
considered. In that regard, the TRICS database was interrogated in order to establish
appropriate trip rates for calculating the likely level of traffic generated by the proposed

development.

5.2 The ‘houses privately owned’ category within the ‘fesidential’ land use of the TRICS
database was interrogated. Sites in London, Republic of Ireland and Northern Ireland
were excluded from the search.  Additionally, sites in ‘Edge of Town’ and
‘Neighbourhood Centre’ locations on the TRICS database were included in the search.
The start date for the search was set to 1t January 2010 and the end date was set to
13t March 2023. The range for the number of dwellings included was set from 5 to 75

units. The adoption of the above search criteria resulted in the selection of 42 sites.

5.3 Table 5.1 shows the weekday AM and PM peak hour trip rates extracted from the
database, whilst the TRICS printouts from the interrogations are contained at Appendix

C of this report.

the calculation of the likely number of vehicular trips generated by the proposed

development. The resulting development traffic flows are shown in Table 5.2 below.

CAR AND CYCLE PARKING

Vehicle parking at the proposed development would be provided in accordance with the

Essex Parking Standards: Design and Good Practice (September 2009).

shows, excluding visitor parking, the minimum number of parking spaces that must be

allocated for cars, cycles and motorcycles as per the Essex Parking Standards.

On the basis of the number of dwellings at the proposed development and the ECC
parking standards, the minimum permissible number of residents parking spaces that

The layout plan shows that 80 car parking spaces are proposed for the residential units
along with 10 visitor car parking spaces, which is in accordance with the ECC parking

standards.

In terms of cycle parking, as each property would have a private garden space, where a

shed could be provided, it is considered that dedicated cycle parking is not required.

It should be noted that Essex County Council have produced an updated Draft
Consultation Parking Guidance (October 2023), however, the aforementioned parking
standards in Table 6.1 remain the adopted standards. The draft consultation sets out
residential parking standards on the basis of accessibility zones, with highly accessible
locations requiring 1 space and low accessible locations requiring 1 to 3 space per

dwelling. The provision of unallocated spaces remains 1 space per 4 dwellings.

7.5 The site is located in the northern part of the Clacton urban area and within the

administrative area of Tendring District Council.

7.6 The main vehicular / pedestrian access to the site would be achieved via a new access
located off Thorpe Road. The proposed access would form a three arm priority junction
with Thorpe Road. It is confirmed within this report that the proposed junction
arrangement, including the levels of achievable visibility at the junction, should be

regarded as acceptable.

7.7 The accessibility profile of the site has been considered within this report and it has
been demonstrated that the development proposal would be located within walking
distance of bus services that provide access to the town centre and Clacton railway
station. In addition, the site would also be well placed to encourage trips on foot and by

cycle to local educational, retail, community and leisure facilities.

7.8 With reference to the TRICS database the likely levels of traffic generated by the

proposed development have been calculated.

7.9 The car and cycle parking proposed at the development has been considered in the
context of the Essex Parking Standards: Design and Good Practice (September 2009)

within this report. The requirement for parking provision would remain under the new

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draft (October 2023) parking guidance if adopted.

7.10 It is therefore concluded that the development proposal should be regarded as
acceptable from a highways and transportation perspective. Furthermore, it is
considered that in the context of paragraph 115 (page 33) of the National Planning
Policy Framework 2023 (NPPF), which indicates that “Development should only be
prevented or refused on highway grounds if there would be an unacceptable impact on
highway safety, or the residual cumulative impacts on the road network would be

severe.”, the development proposal should be considered as acceptable.
